I've therefore been developing
(with the assistance of others in
the Polden Wheel) a walking
guide for a Pilgrim Path, which
goes through our six villages and
then finishes at the Abbey. There
are many opportunities for
reflection on the way — which is
part of what makes it a
pilgrimage rather than just a nice

The full walk is ten miles, which is possible within a day, complete with stops
along the way for quiet reflection. Alternatively it could be split in the middle, at
Ashcott Church.
